Special Education Issues for Children in the Dependency System, presented by Gerard Glynn

Psychotropic Medication and What you need to Know to be an Effective Child Advocate, presented by Dr. Tandon


Dr. Tandon’s presentation will focus on the role and proper use of psychotropic medication in children with mental health diagnoses (including both life-threatening and life-altering side effects and the need for careful monitoring of the behavior and medical health of affected children).  He will discuss the appropriate manner in which diagnoses are made in this population, the necessity of background material regarding the child and family in question, and the role of therapy and other forms of mental health care as critical for youth on psychotropic medications.  Dr. Tandon will also lend insight into the barriers to effective mental health treatment and identify strategies child welfare advocates can employ to overcome them.
